Islam is predicted to be the fastest-growing religion in the world, and its population is growing in the United States. This is due to immigration and having more children than the average family. As Christians, should one see the increasing Muslim population among us as a fear or opportunity? It is both a fear and an opportunity. 

The fear of Muslim immigration is genuine because Americans do not want another 9/11. Yet, at the same time, not all Muslims are terrorists. How can Americans tell which ones are terrorists and which ones are not? This article will give some clues, tips, and hints due to the author’s background being from the Middle East/Asia. The author grew up as a minority Christian in a majority-Muslim country. 

Also, this article will define Islamophobia. What are the fundamental teachings of Islam? What do Muslims have in their mind when they come to America? What things about Western culture offend them and are hard to accept? Yet, Americans feel that Muslims need to adjust and adapt if they are coming to America to live. That is true, but from a Christian perspective, there are lost souls who are not saved and need to hear the Gospel. How can Christian Americans bridge the gap with their neighboring Muslims? For today’s American Christian, Islamic Immigration in the USA should be seen as a fear and opportunity. 

Is there any reason for American Christians to fear the Immigration of Islam in the United States? 

Islamic Organizations, which are intensely involved in terrorism, are making Muslim Immigration fear and concern for United States citizens. The American Government has always considered Saudi Arabia their potent ally, even after 9/11. 

Well, on September 11 we learned just how wrong that view was. What we didn’t know hurt us very badly. On September 11 we learned all things about Saudi Arabia that we didn’t know: that Saudi Arabia was the primary funder of the Taliban, that fifteen of the hijackers were disgruntled young Saudis, and that Saudi Arabia was allowing fund-raising for Osama bin Laden---as long as he didn’t use the money to attack the Saudi regime.

They are sending students to the USA who have been poisoned by this teaching since childhood: “It is compulsory for the Muslims to be loyal to each other and to consider the infidels their enemies. “

As they come from all over the world to the USA for many reasons, some are coming with the mindset to uplift their families back at home financially. Some just want to live a peaceful life in the USA and make it their permanent home. However, some are coming with a radical Islamic Ideology of Jihad against Jews and Christians. Therefore, they consider that there are always blessings for those who fight for the cause of Allah. 

Prepare against them what you ˹believers˺ can of ˹military˺ power and cavalry to deter Allah’s enemies and your enemies as well as other enemies unknown to you but known to Allah. Whatever you spend in the cause of Allah will be paid to you in full and you will not be wronged (Surah 8:60). 

They should even kill whom they hate. This is what Allah demands from Muslims: that they should do it for their personal benefit because God knows what is best for them. “Yousif Ali notes on this topic, ‘To fight in the cause of Truth is one of the highest forms of charity. ‘”
Therefore, if someone does not kill somebody for the sake of Islam, he or she must be killed. 
The Qur’an, again and again, underscores the importance of Jihad in Surah 4:95, “ … one who actually takes part in the physical holy war is higher than the one who supports it with his money and position but does not engage in warfare, unless he is sick or cannot do it for some specific reason. “
Other references include Surah 4:74, 4:76, 9:5, 9:29, 41:40-42 in commanding the killing of Christians, Jews and non-believers. In addition, the Qur’an says that Jews, Christians, and non-Muslims go to hell because they don’t believe in Muhammed. 

The preceding explanation explains the ultimate goal of radical Muslims for coming to America to subdue the American infidel nation (Christians and Jews) to Allah. These extremist Muslims may not publicly declare their association with terrorist organizations, but they are behind them subtly. Even though this group of Muslims is not as numerous or large, they make the whole population look suspicious and, therefore, cause the entire population to be interrogated. 

Some may say that Islam is the religion of peace. Islam also teaches tolerance for other faiths. If this is the case, how will the liberal Muslims justify past inhumane incidents? “On 11 September 2001 around 3,000 people were killed in the attacks in New York and Washington. In March 2004 around 200 were killed in the bombings on the trains in Madrid. The attacks in London on 7 July 2005 killed 52 people. “
According to Kamal al-Said Habib (a key figure in the first generation of Muslim militants, who in the 1970s had planted the seeds of jihad throughout Muslim lands), “In our eyes, America tops the list of threats facing the Islamic nation. “

Michael Nazir Ali, ex-Muslim convert to Christianity and former Archbishop of Canterbury, says in his book, Understanding My Muslim Neighbour, “11 September was certainly a very great evil and it has altered us to a network of international terrorism which needs to be checked, not just for the sake of the West or the United States but for the safety of people from Algeria to Indonesia”

A Muslim friend who considers himself a rationalist had visited California on business within the last few years. While there, he was invited to a local mosque that was breaking their fast. He said the mosque was preaching some very anti-American messages to its people. He said that the messages were very extreme. Surprisingly, they all had evil intentions about America. They were not thankful for all the scholarships they were getting from American schools and Universities where they were studying, and their women were getting welfare support from the Government. Their hearts were wretched, full of hatred against Americans. He was shocked that Americans were providing this mosque with all the facilities and security (which they could not imagine in their own countries). 

Fawaz A. Gerges, Lebanese-American academic and writer, said in his book Journey of the Jihadist: Inside Muslim Militancy, 

Cradles of Democracy or incubators of militancy? Mosques seem to serve as both. Time and again, Jihadists told me they met local underground mosques to recruit foot soldiers and discuss tactics and strategy. Almost everyone found his “calling” at a specific mosque, where he made connections that proved enduring and effective. We know now that some of the September 11 suicide bombers were initiated into Jihadism in militant mosques in various European cities. 

Regardless of whether they studied in American Universities, they will not change until they teach their children in their native countries about tolerance. Regardless of how much money you send to Islamic countries, they will not change their education and economic system because they have learned from their schools that all non-believers are the worst enemies of Islam and Muslims. In his letter to Sheikh Saleh al-Sheikh, President Bush said, 

“You have a problem with the American people, who, since September 11, have come to fear that your schools, and the thousands of Islamic schools your government and charities are financing around the world, are teaching that non-Muslims are inferior to Muslims and must be converted or confronted. “

Some of these mosques are also called “Community Centers” in the USA. Muslims often call them those names to make the names sound less obvious. Sometimes, they will say that they want to build a Community Center. In other words, they say they want to build a mosque. 

When Muslims say they want to do charity work through these Community Centers, do not think of it as just charity work. There are strings attached to Jihad. Hamas is one example. “Hamas, for instance, helps the widows of suicide bombers and provides daycare, healthcare, and early schooling for the children of the very poor. “
Hamas has recently brutally attacked Israel, killing young families and butchering children. 
 This is the true face of Hamas, disguised in the front of social and charity work. 

Americans must know that sometimes Militants buy kids from poor parents or force orphan kids to join Jihadist groups. Sometimes, poor families hand over one kid for the survival of the rest of the family. 
Because these families do not have much, they are desperate for help. The Jihadist groups use the carnal temptations of the flesh to appeal to the young boys. They tell those boys that if they prepare themselves for Jihad one day, they will have many women and virgins. In addition, they will give a large sum of money to their family members. So, when this boy dies for the cause of Jihad, he feels that he is in a win-win situation. On the one hand, he gets rewarded with women after he dies, and on the other hand, his family will be taken care of financially. This is not a joke. These are the very teachings of Islam. This is literally what is taught in madrassas (religious schools adjacent to mosques). 

As an American Christian, if one thinks about protecting their family from harm, they should consider any potential threats that could harm their child. Therefore, expanding this thinking to a national level, Christians should be concerned about any threats that could come in and harm their country, which was founded on so much blood, war, sacrifice, and Christian freedom and values. 

Islamophobia: A Term to Create Fear Among the Americans

What is Islamophobia? This is a crucial term to know for American Christians. According to the Organisation of Islamic Cooperation in Saudi Arabia, “Islamophobia is a combination of hate, fear, and prejudice against Islam, against Muslims, as well as against anything associated with the religion, such as Mosques, Islamic Centers, Holy Qur’an, Hijab, etc. “
According to Douglas Murray, “‘Islamophobia is a word created by fascists, and used by cowards, to manipulate morons. ‘”
 Interestingly, most promoters of Islamophobia fled from their own Islamic countries to find asylum in the USA. 
General Muslims do not coin this term but by terrorist organizations to remove the security hurdles and give them a free license to promote their radical agenda of Jihad and Sharia Law without facing any opposition in the USA. Islamophobia does not even correspond with the Quranic teachings. Suppose Muslims feel uncomfortable living under other nations. In that case, they should not live under non-Muslim governments, “We see the Qur’an discouraging Muslims from living under the submission of a non-Muslim country and telling them to move to a land governed by the Muslim umma. “
This Quranic Surah undercuts the reason for Islamophobia (Surah 4:97). The reason why they still want to live under non-Muslim governments is that Islamic-rich countries like Saudi Arabia, Dubai, Turkey, Qatar, etc. , cannot provide what they can get from Western countries such as freedom, wealth, fame, education, and security. If they follow the Qur’anic teachings, they should leave Europe or America immediately because, according to Allah, they are not supposed to live under the non-Muslim governments. In addition, how can they justify the Qur’anic teachings about living under the Islamic Government where non-believers do not have any other options unless they convert to Islam, pay the ransom, or be killed by the sword (Surah 110:1-3)? 

The above explanation begs the question: How can someone in the USA figure out if a Muslim is a terrorist or not? What are the tell-tale signs of them? Generally, if the man wears a long beard, rolls his pant legs above the ankle, or if women wear complete burqas and cover most of their faces if not all, that is telling, usually. However, these outward signs are not a set rule because, sometimes, the leaders of these terrorist movements go in disguise. Sometimes, they dress Western and show up in places where they would typically not be expected to be, like a bar. Yet, the followers of this leader all dress rigidly. 

The best sure sign is to talk to them in conversation. Figure out what their beliefs are. Are they willing to hurt anyone for the sake of Allah or the Qur’an? If they are willing to hurt their family members for the sake of Allah or the Qur’an, then that is a tell-tale sign that they are fundamental and could be a terrorist. 

One way to remove misconceptions is to meet your neighbors. Get to know who they are. That also helps to report something if you suspect something terrible is happening. It is also positive for Christians to be friends with the Immigrant Muslims because it can reduce the chances of terrorism. Sometimes, people in isolation who have no friends are the ones who commit devastating things, such as suicide bombs, etc. A person needs to have friends and a community. In addition, Fouad Masri, CEO of Crescent Project, a Ministry Organization in America that ministers to Muslims, said that one thing they recommend Christians to do if they befriend a Muslim neighbor is to read the Qur’an once and have their Muslim neighbor read the Bible. 

There is only one way to overcome Islamophobia, according to Michael Nazir Ali, “Education, education, education is the answer, and on both sides. The more people know about one another, the less unjustified fear there will be. “
American Christians need people from all walks of life to reach out to Muslim immigrants. They should intentionally interact with the Muslim immigrants with Agape love. 
The solution is not in the hands of one person. 

Any Christian response to Islam’s growing presence will rightly include a variety of Christian voices. It will need to include a complex assortment of Christian politicians and poets, entrepreneurs and teachers, journalists and parents, judges and musicians, sociologists and nurses. Moreover, the institutional church should not be the only organization involved in the response. Christian charities and businesses, universities and political organizations, newspapers and schools each have a role to play. If there is a vocation for the theologian amidst this conflict, one thing is certain: that vocation is limited. 

The secular world is focused so much on finding a solution in politics. It is truly overlooking the integral part of Christianity, which can play a crucial role in resolving this problem by being deeply involved in the Muslim community around them. They need training on understanding the Muslim worldview, especially their cultural worldview, which is significantly opposite to American culture. The second part of this training, which can be very crucial, is having a good answer to the theological questions of Christianity where Muslims are confused or were kept in ignorance by their Muslim scholars. 

Opportunity

Unlike the secular world, the Christian perspective of Muslim immigrants must be different from the secular world. The secular world seeks the solution to terrorism in politics and human strategies. They can only see Muslims as their enemy without knowing the spiritual forces behind them (Eph 6:12). Christians are the only ones who know how to combat those spiritual forces. Sometimes, so much focus on lethal weapons and human strategies causes us to be independent of the ultimate power of the Holy Spirit and make the situation complicated. Christians must take Muslim immigration as an opportunity for Evangelism without being fearful (2 Tim 1:7). There are some precautions that Christians should be aware of. As the Bible tells us, “Be shrewd as snakes and as innocent as doves” (Matt 10:16, New International Version). This means that Christians should be smart enough not to be fooled by Muslim flattery or painful stories because sometimes, Christians get overwhelmed by their stories and stop using common sense. Sometimes, these stories are not 100% accurate and can be used as manipulation. If we are deceived, we should not accuse the Muslims who take advantage of us but accuse ourselves of being manipulated. The Bible tells us that the sons of the light should be more intelligent than the sons of darkness (Luke 16:8). According to this verse, Jesus wants us to be wiser than the secular world. He does not want us to be deceived by the satanic deceptions. We all need the spirit of discernment in the evangelism of Muslim immigrants. Evangelism cannot succeed unless Christians clearly understand Muslim culture before they even talk about theology. Here is a suggestion: Being an American Christian, we should not be reluctant to learn the strategies of Muslim evangelism from Asian or Middle Eastern Christians for the success of Muslim evangelism. 
Cultural Understanding of Muslims

There are many cultural barriers that create divides between Immigrant Muslims and Western American Christians. Americans need to know that outward appearance matters significantly in the Muslim culture. Muslims consider that the outward appearance reflects how holy one is, and showing lots of skin is immoral. Also, it is vital to know that Muslim women are trained to dress as they are. It is not weird for them; perhaps 50-70% will look like that. American Christians should understand that this is normal for them, which is what Muslim women are trained to do to be “good Muslims. “

Since modesty and covering up skin is so important in the Muslim culture, one can only imagine what Muslims must be thinking when they see girls or women in shorts. If an American woman walks up in shorts and tries to talk about Jesus, they will be repulsed by her appearance. They will be thinking This is the kind of Christianity she is trying to tell us about? Do I want my daughters to become like her? Do I want my daughters to become like Britney Spears? Do I want my daughters to mess up with boys? These things might run through a Muslim woman’s mind who came fresh from her outside country to the USA. 

Yes, there are Americans who think Why should we change for them? This is our country, not theirs! If they come to America, they should adjust and be like us. Otherwise, they can go back to their countries! They have no right to tell us how to live! 
Yes, that is right to a certain extent, but when we look at this from a Christian worldview, there are lost souls that need to be saved living around us. Yes, many American Christians believe that the heart is only what matters and that outward appearance does not matter as much in the sight of God. According to the Bible, however, Christians should focus on Matthew 23:25-26,which talks about being clean outward and inward. To the Muslim culture, outward appearance does matter greatly when it comes to Immigrant Muslim evangelism. Often, that is all a Muslim person will look at before deciding whether to accept Christianity or listen to anything else. They are very observant about outward appearances, how someone carries themselves, family life, how they act as a family, respect, behavior, etc. If they decide that someone is decent from the outward appearance, they will be much more ready to listen to theological matters. It will open the door for trust and closeness and an opening spot for theological conversation. 

American Christians need to understand that opposite-gender interactions can be considered offensive. It may not be a big deal for Americans, but it is huge for Muslims. Men should talk with men, and women should speak with women. American women should not spend a long time alone with Muslim men or not be very huggy. They also should not shake hands with them. They can just stand, wave, and say “hello. “Hugs or shaking hands may create a misunderstanding of a sexual connotation. Also, public display of affection is very offensive and cringy to Immigrant Muslims. Muslim cultures do not show public display of affection in public with their spouse. 

The standard American church environment can be a major turnoff for a Muslim. One can only imagine what a Muslim Immigrant would feel when sitting in a Church pew in America, watching a couple in front of them as the man scratches his wife’s back during the sermon. That is absolutely cringy and uncomfortable, especially when he is visiting with his wife and daughters. Also, the Muslim immigrant would think, Why are they doing this in the Church? Isn’t this a Holy Place? Can’t they sacrifice their romance for two hours? Don’t they have this time alone at home? The immigrants may think the Church building is more of a secular social club than a Church. 

Sayyid Ibrahim Husayn Qutb, an Egyptian author, educator, Islamic scholar, theorist, revolutionary, poet, and a leading member of the Egyptian Muslim Brotherhood, said,

Finally, Qutb was repulsed by a visit to an American church, where one Sunday evening he experienced a dance, which Qutb found repulsive and decadent. In the words of Qutb, ‘the room convulsed with the feverish music from the gramophone. Dancing naked legs ﬁlled the hall, arms draped around the waists, chests met chests, lips met lips, and the atmosphere was full of love. ‘ Scandalized by his experiences, Qutb returned to Egypt convinced that Western culture was the number one enemy of Islam and Muslims should therefore endeavor to destroy it. Qutb’s writings later led thousands of Muslim readers to the same conclusions. 

In addition, hospitality is another barrier. Hospitality has become a lost art in American culture, yet it is an integral part of the Muslim culture. Christians should be very intentional in hospitality, and Jesus wants Christians to be available for underprivileged people. He will appreciate those who will care and help others (Matt 25:31-46). “Do not forget to show hospitality to strangers, for by doing some people have shown hospitality to angels without knowing it” (Heb 13:2). 

Having said all of these things, the Muslim culture is not perfect. Sin does happen just like it does anywhere else in the world. They may tell you that their culture is the best and better than yours, but sin happens in their culture, too, under the cover of hypocrisy. Prostitution is very prevalent in Pakistan, and often, female prostitutes cover themselves up in hijabs, abayas, and burqas. In addition, there is a place in Pakistan behind the historical Badshahi Mosque (Emperor’s Mosque) called “Diamond Market” (Heera Mandi), which means “the market of prostitutes,” where men can pick the woman they want to sleep with. On one side, people are performing prayer in that mosque, but behind the mosque, prostitution is happening. What a contradiction! The purpose of mentioning these facts is to inform American people not to feel that the Muslim culture is better than theirs. 

More can be said, but these abovementioned issues are the major ones. Crossing the cultural barriers will open the door for theological conversations about Christianity, and they will be much more willing to accept it. Here are crucial theological issues that every Christian should be well-equipped on to succeed in Muslim immigrant evangelism. 

Theological Understanding

The biggest thing to focus on when discussing theology with a Muslim is to avoid talking about Muhammad and his life at first and just focus on Jesus. Muhammad’s life will eventually come up, and it is okay to talk about it later, but not at the beginning. Focus on the supremacy of Jesus Christ and the Bible in your conversations. Keep bringing the conversation back to Jesus. The Qur’an says many great things about Jesus. Interestingly, the Qur’an claims that Jesus was born from a virgin (Qur’an 3:47, 66:12). Also, it speaks very highly of Jesus. Knowing this, it is best not to quote the Qur’an too much. Quote the Bible more. One may find many credible quotes from the Qur’an about Jesus, but do not make them the final authority because the Qur’an also says things that do not match up with Jesus’ personality, including his crucifixion, birth, and infancy talk. 

Jesus Being The Son of God

Calling Jesus Christ as the Son of God is considered the biggest sin in the sight of God. A Muslim can’t digest this spiritual revelation of Jesus being the Son of God. The best way to encounter this objection is to be well aware of these Arabic words: “Walad” and “Ibn. “ “Walad” is always used as “to be a son in a physical way. “
 This strictly involves the union of males and females. On the other hand, the word “ibn” is used in a metaphorical sense for the son. For example, “ibnu’ssabil” means “son of the road. “ This metaphorical relationship of the son with the road does not say that one has sexual relations with the road. When Jesus called God His Father, he was not talking about his relationship with the Father in a carnal and physical sense but in the sense of particular relation and equality with God (Matt 11:27, John 5:17, 22-23, 5:18, 10:30). It also shows his eternal procession from the Father as Muslims believe that the Qur’an is Allah’s Word eternally proceeded from Allah (Surah 4:171). Therefore, when talking to Muslims about Jesus being the Son of God, one should use the word “Ibn,” not “Walad. “
The Trinity can be a very challenging concept to explain to Muslims. The most authentic and well-known reference for the Trinity concept is the baptismal formula in Matthew 28:18-20: The Great Commission. Here are some helpful references to support the proper concept of the Tri-Unity of God: Matthew 11:25, John 6:27, 8:54, Ephesians 4:6 representing the Father as God, Luke 5:17-26, John 1:1; 8:58; 10:30; 12:41; and 20:28 acknowledge Jesus as God. Likewise, in Acts 5:3-4, the Holy Spirit is declared as God. The references mentioned above do not say that the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are three Gods, but three as being one (Matt 28:19). 
Besides that, there are passages in the Bible that mention that the word “one” often means that there is a plurality in the oneness of God (Gen 2:24, Ex 24:3, Jdg 20:1, 8, 11, Rom 12:5). The reference the Muslims frequently use to negate the Trinity is Surah 112 without knowing the historical context of this Surah. Interestingly enough, this is the only verse in the Qur’an that talks about the unity of God. Dr. Nazir Ali says, “This Surah was originally directed against the pagan Arab belief in the daughters of Allah as intercessors with Allah. “
This only verse of the Qur’an talks about the pagan people, not the people of the Book (Christians and Jews). Surprisingly, they use this verse against Christians, which is totally nonsense. 

This is very important to tell Muslims that, after all, we are all creatures. He is a transcendent God. He is omnipotent, omniscient, and omnipresent. He is above time. The Trinity is not a mere human invention as they think. It is a revelation that helps humanity to know who God is. Therefore, Muslims wrongly say about Christians that “…Christians have ‘made Mary a goddess, Jesus her son, and God almighty her husband. ‘”
 This is not the Christian trinity but a pagan trinity. 


No doubt, the word “Trinity” is not present in the Bible; however, it is not difficult to find the concept of the Trinity throughout the Bible. The Trinity does not mean tritheism as Muslims think, but a Tri-unity of three persons in one essence or substance. If Muslims argue that 1+1+1=3, a Christian can reply, “1x1x1=13” So, it still equals one to prove that God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit are still one. 

The Credibility of the Bible

It is common among Muslims to say that the Bible has been changed or corrupted. If this is true, why did Mohammed tell people to believe it? This statement of blame itself backfires on Muslims. Michael Nazir Ali mentioned in his book that Muhammed said, “Let the people of the Gospel judge according to that which Allah has revealed therein, and whoever judges not by that which Allah has revealed is of the rebellions (Qur’an 5:50). “

Another strong evidence of the credibility of the Bible and the misconception of Muslims is that Muslims had never been able to produce an alternative Gospel. Even Mohammed never claimed to find another Gospel in his life. Early Muslim apologists never quoted any other gospel except the one Christians still have today. Supposedly, if Christians have corrupted the Bible, that proves that humans overpower the Word of God and alter it, which goes against the teaching of the Qur’an because nobody has the power to change the Word of God. The modern Muslim apologists had finally found one, which was the Gospel of Barnabas, but that had nothing to do with the Gospel that Muhammed believed and what the early Muslims believed. The Pseudo gospel of Barnabas does not only contradict the Bible but also the Qur’an. For example, this Gospel often calls Muhammed the Messiah, while the Qur’an reserved this title only for Jesus. This pseudo-Gospel is the invention of the Late-Medieval Europeans and has nothing to do with the ancient Near East. 

The following Surahs attest that the Torah and Injil (The Gospel) were not changed, and Muhammed allows Christians to believe in them because Allah tells Christians to use the Injil as their law. Surah 5:43 says, “Yet how will they appoint you a judge when they have the Torah with them, wherein there is Allah’s judgment - and still they turn away from it? The fact is, they are not believers. “

The preceding reference proves that the Injil and Torah are true in his time. Surah 10:94 says, “If you doubt my word, ask the Christians and Jews. “
 Surah 16:43 says, “(O Muhammad), whenever We raised any Messengers before you, they were no other than human beings;(except that) to them We sent revelation. So ask those who possess knowledge if you do not know. “ From what is understood in Surah 16:43, Mohammed proves that the books of Christians and Jews were authentic. 

Surah 21:7-8 says,”(O Muhammad), even before you We never sent any other than human beings as Messengers, and to them We sent revelation. Ask the People of the Book10 if you do not know. We did not endow the Messengers with bodies that would need no food; nor were they immortals. “
 These verses are very powerful to help lead a Muslim to Christ because if a Muslim reads this, he will be confused and will realize that these verses make his religion not make any sense. Once a Muslim understands that his Qur’an is corrupted, he will likely no longer challenge a Christian on the Sonship of God, Incarnation, and the Trinity. It will be easier for him to understand the concept of the Trinity, Incarnation, and Sonship of God. That will help them come to Christ after that. 

Conclusion

In this time of uncertainty, especially in light of the recent attacks from Hamas on Israel, it is essential to be alert to who is crossing our borders and ensuring that our security is strong. At the same time, reaching the nearby immigrants for the Lord is a grand opportunity. Suppose Christians depend only on the media and politics but refuse to change their lifestyles and seek to evangelize the lost Muslims. In that case, Islam is going to continue to grow in America. Christians need to be people of the Word, not people of the world. As long as compromise prevails in our churches and families, we will be doomed by Islam. In his book Faith Once For All, Dr. Jack Cottrell says, “The basic reason why our modern Western culture has lost the concept of sin is that the reality of the true Creator God has been abandoned. “
 I don’t think we can blame Islam for everything. Who knows if God is allowing them to dominate in the West and the USA because of our spiritual laziness, immorality, and omission of the Great Commission? We may stop the evil by threatening them for the time being with security forces, weapons, and human power. Still, we cannot stop it permanently until we say goodbye to our secular lives and live out the Christian life, which leads us to have better morals and values than other religions. Perhaps God may be trying to give an ultimatum for Christians to come out of secularism. Suppose Christians believe that only their charity, social, or humanitarian work will change Muslim people without sharing the Gospel. In that case, it will not work unless Christians boldly seek to evangelize them while understanding both cultures. Islam will continue to grow and be invincible unless Christians understand Muslim culture and Biblical Theology very well. As Islam grows in America, Christians today should be well-equipped in theology and cultural understanding as their numeric growth is both a fear and an opportunity. 
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
